THE SCHOOL CORE VALUES 

Langley School has a purposeful daily schedule with lots of learning opportunities. To make the most of these, it is essential that the following “core values” are upheld by students and that that conduct is consistently reinforced by staff and parents.

CORE VALUES

DRESS APPROPRIATELY

We act how we dress! School uniform is our “business dress” and should be worn smartly, ie shirts tucked in, top button done up and ties tight. Slovenly worn uniform creates a slovenly attitude to work. School sports kit helps identify with the “team” and no other kit should be worn.

BE ORGANISED

Use your locker sensibly. At the start of the day, deposit all your books and equipment in your locker and at each break, take out that which is required until the next break (seldom more than two lessons/activities). You should neither have to carry heavy bags nor return to your locker between lessons. Look after your possessions. All valuables, especially mobile phones, should be left secure in your locker at all times.

BE ON TIME

Lateness to registration, lessons or activities is rude. It is effectively saying “I am so important that the rest of the group must wait for me!”. Wait in an orderly line outside the classroom until the member of staff gives instructions to enter.

BE PREPARED

Make sure you have the appropriate equipment for all lessons, eg a pencil case, relevant text and exercise books or files, plus spare pad or paper/notebook and academic diary. Also remember the correct kit and equipment for activities. Your pencil case should contain:

· Pens (blue/black for writing – colours for highlighting)

· Pencils plus sharpener and eraser

· Coloured pencils for maps and diagrams

· Rule

· Calculator (a scientific model is required in later years)
BE PROACTIVE

You will get out of lessons what you are prepared to put in. Listen attentively to the teacher. Follow instructions and ask when you are not sure. Try your best – that is what is expected of us all. Use your academic diary to record prep. to be done and anything else you need to remember for the next lesson. Make sure you also do your homework to the best of your ability and hand it in on time. Everyone who does these things makes progress and this can be a very rewarding experience. Much better than the alternatives!

BE RESPECTFUL TO OTHERS

The positive way in which we act towards staff, students and the environment of the school is one of the notable features of Langley. Please keep it that way. It is something to be proud of.
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
