Dear Parents/Carers,

1. Diving Trip – October Half term 2012 (20th -27th October 2012)

Your child has expressed an interest in attending the Langley School’s Dive Trip which is scheduled for 20th - 27th October 2012. This will take place in Lanzarote, Puerto del Carmen with 321dive. 

During the one week trip students will complete their PADI Open Water or Advanced Course, internationally recognised scuba diving qualifications, under the watchful eyes of their instructors.  School staff will supervise when students are not under the watchful eyes of their instructors. We will be diving with one of the most experienced Dive Clubs in the area. The Dive Club is a PADI 5 star Instructor Development Centre; the highest award of professionalism and safety that PADI can award.

Lanzarote, 79 miles off the African coast and the most easterly of all Canary Islands, makes diving possible the whole year around with its comfortably warm climate. The island offers interesting lunar like landscapes due to its volcanic past. Lanzarote has very little rainfall every year due to its unique tropical position. The hotel you will use is http://www.thbhotels.com or http://www.bitacoralanzarote.com. Both hotel have a heated swimming pool.

The cost of the week is estimated to be £1000 (on B & B basis) and £1100 (full board) for beginners (Open Water Course candidates), the extra £ 20 for those more experienced (Advanced Open Water Course candidates).

1. Typical 1:4 to 1:6 dive instructor staffing ratios
1. All manuals and other literature necessary for the PADI course
1. All equipment hire e.g. masks, snorkel, BCD, tanks, fins, wet suit
Not included: 
1. Lunch and Supper (approximately £8 p.p per meal, maximum, included in full board option)
1. PADI Certification Fee (30 euros payable by credit card or cash)
1. Spending Money

This trip offers your child many inspiring opportunities for life, it can even enhance many career choices. We have gone to great heights and some beautiful coral encrusted lows to organise this educational, scientific and photographic experience. 

Medical questionnaires need to be completed and returned with your initial enquiry slip. If you reply ‘yes’ to any of the questions in the questionnaire, we will need a doctors’ letter to clarify the severity of the condition, as this will determine whether your son/daughter can attend the trip. There is always heavy demand for places on school trips during the holidays so if this trip is to go ahead we will need to confirm our booking with 321dive as soon as possible. This should be handed in to Miss Hanzelyova by 10th November 2011 at the latest, along with the initial payment of £250. If there is over subscription for the trip then places will probably be allocated on a first come first served basis. Further payments of £200 should be made by 10th January 2012, 10th March 2012, 10th May 2012 with the final instalment by 10th July 2012. At any time parents may make a complete payment rather than paying in instalments.
