Eastern Counties U13 School of Rugby 

The School of Rugby (SoR) programme aims to identify and develop young 
players and athletes who have the potential to play at the elite levels of 
the game in England.  

It provides a route for players into the England Rugby Academy system through the 
Elite Player Development Group (EPDG). The SoR provides an opportunity to identify 
emerging talent at ages 13-16, from Eastern Counties age group squads and an exit 
route for those players who do not continue to meet the SoR criteria. 

The focus of the SoR is to develop core technical skills together with tactical 
appreciation of the game. Players will also be educated on the key lifestyle, fitness 
and mental components which will help them reach the highest levels of 
performance. 

The Eastern Counties SoR also provides suitable players with one possible entry 
routes to the Elite Player Development Groups of Leicester Tigers and Northampton 
Saints, as well as the opportunity to be selected for Eastern Counties representative 
teams at U14, U15 and U16 level.
