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POLICY ON ADMISSIONS
In keeping with our stated aims and objectives there are places at Langley for children who will benefit from our all round education, and who will be active partners in the school. The curriculum we offer is broad and this, coupled with the Activity Programme provides opportunities for all students to progress, develop talents and self esteem. General guidelines and procedures are outlined below.

GENERAL ADMISSIONS
1.
Where practical all students attend an interview with the Headmaster, undergo a Langley School Assessment procedure before entry. This is used to ascertain their reasons for choosing the school, their academic abilities and interests. Other information such as their previous schools, siblings, parental occupation(s), health, Special Educational Needs and Disability is requested at this stage on a form which passes into the student’s file and which is available to all staff.

2.
After receiving a completed application form a reference from their current school is

requested, with SAT scores and N.C. levels where available, or C.E., mock results or equivalent. This information is used by the Head in assessing suitability of the candidate, plus Heads of Year and Departments for the purpose of setting.

3.
Upon receiving the report, and the Assessment results parents are notified of the school's decision to accept or not. Reasons are always given where students are not offered a place.

4.
The main point of entry is Year 7.  However, given the variety of feeder schools entry is also accepted at the start of Year 6, 8, 9, 10 and 12.  In exceptional circumstances students can be accepted into Year 11 or mid term providing the school is able to cater for the demands this makes.

5.
Admissions are made without reference to gender, race, ethnicity or socio-economic background.

Nb.    In order to maintain a balance in each year group, we have allocated numbers per year group for day/boarders and girls/boys. ( See over for numbers)
OVERSEAS ADMISSION
The same procedure applies to overseas applicants, although it may not be possible to interview in advance. We rely on agents who work on our behalf to interview candidates and forward transcripts, together with records of their recent academic achievements.

Applicants’ level of English must be such that they can access immediately (or after a reasonable induction period) the curriculum appropriate to their year group.

ADMISSION OF STUDENTS WITH DISABILITIES 

Applications from students who have a physical or mental impairment which constitutes a disability (including cases where such impairment gives rise to a specific learning difficulty or a behavioural difficulty) will be treated on an individual and case by case basis. 
In each case students will be asked, as part of the Langley School Assessment Procedure, to provide in advance full details of any disability (including, where appropriate, medical reports or any Educational Psychologist's report) in order that the school can consider reasonable adjustments to accommodate the disability and thereby enable the student to benefit from the school's all round education and help them become active partners in the school. 
The school will discuss what adjustments might reasonably be made with parents and, where appropriate, with the applicant.
OVER SUBSCRIPTION POLICY
Places will be awarded in the event of over subscription in the following order:

Please note that there are a max of 90 male Boarding places and 40 Female Boarding places at any one time in the school. 
1. Students applying from THLPS.
2. Sibling.
3. Scholarship award candidates.
4. Position in Langley Assessment procedures. 

ADMISSION TO SIXTH FORM
The conditions laid down for entry to the Sixth Form apply to both internal and external candidates.

The school requires a minimum of 5 passes at Grades A*-C at GCSE and a Grade B in their chosen subjects. In exceptional circumstances a student with specific gifts/talents in particular subjects may be permitted to embark on a reduced A/AS level timetable. Students who have not achieved at least a C grade in either Maths or English are required to retake these subjects in year 12. 

SCHOLARSHIP ADMISSIONS
The school offers a number of Scholarship awards on entry to the School as follows:

All Rounder
As above – for students who are very academic, but also excel in one of the non-academic areas detailed above.
Boarding
Two awards are made for external students only, who are joining the school as a boarder. The categories are Academic and All-Rounder.

Students applying for entry into Years 6, 7, 9 and 12 can apply for a Non-Academic Scholarship. Decisions on awards are made as a result of auditions, trials or practical tests in the week of the Academic Awards.

Students who apply for the All Rounder award sit the academic papers and also attend a trial in the non-academic area of expertise.

All awards are for external candidates only, with the exception of students in Years 6, 8 and 11 who can apply for when they move up into Years 7, 9 and 12 respectively. The award of a Scholarship places a responsibility on the student and parent to actively contribute to the success of their chosen field and may be withdrawn at the Headmaster's discretion if this is not the case. All awards will be annually reviewed internally so to ensure the above is adhered to.
6th Form scholarships, based on the results of GCSE examinations, are awarded to current students as well as those entering the School at this point. 

BURSARIES

Bursaries are available and are means tested. The value of any bursary awarded can be up to the value of 100% off tuition fees.
A Means Tested application form can be requested from the Headmaster’s PA. Once completed and returned, a decision will be made upon the evidence provided, taking into consideration the Bursary fund level at the time.
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
