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ANTI-SMOKING POLICY

It is against school policy for students to smoke anywhere on the school premises, and against the law to smoke in the school buildings. Students are actively discouraged from smoking, through education and enforcement of the following policy:
‘It is an offence for students to be caught smoking, in possession of smoking materials or in the company of smokers’.

The first time a student is caught, parents are informed by letter from the Headmaster. The student will be placed on report, privileges will be removed and he/she will be referred to the school Matron for counselling.

If a student is caught again, each offence will carry a fine of £50. This money will be sent to Charity.
For habitual smokers, the Headmaster reserves the right to suspend or permanently exclude a student from school.
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
